The PE Department consisting of Jason Krause and Kim Archer are looking forward to a exciting and successful school year with your children.  
Classroom Rules

1.  Students must wear their PE uniform (5th-8th graders) everyday!

2.  Students will have five minutes to change into their PE uniform in the locker room and get back into the gymnasium in their squads.

3.  Students will listen for instructions by being quiet while we are speaking, and raising their hands when they have a question.
4.  Students will participate in each activity even if he/she does not enjoy the activity!  Your child’s grade is based on participation/assessments, test/quizzes, and dress.
Tests/Quizzes
Tests/Quizzes may be given on the units being taught to see if your child has mastered the skills that were being practiced.

PE Uniforms

The PE Dept. will have rental uniforms in case your child has forgotten their uniform.  We will be charging 25 cents per article of rental clothing your child rents out, as well as a deduction of points.  If a child uses a rental 5 times in one quarter this will result in the drop of one letter grade for that quarter.  If a child does not dress out or rent a uniform 3 times in one quarter this will result in a drop of one letter grade for that quarter.  This is a positive way that you as the parents/guardians can help teach your children about being responsible young adults by having them prepared for class.
Participation

All students are required to participate on a daily basis.  If a student chooses not participate it will result in a deduction of all points for the day.  If a student chooses to not participate he/she will be given the option to successfully complete a written assignment for half points.  If this behavior occurs 3 times in one quarter this will result in a drop of one letter grade for that quarter.
